Conclusion
Based on the discussion in RAN2#61, it was decided to try to come up with a text proposal for the logical channel prioritization based on requirements only. This document is the report from the off-line activities during the meeting.

In general only very few requirements were identified. The identified requirements are listed below:

1. The UE is required to avoid generating excessively small packets, leading to segmentation or multiplexing, (i.e. it is not allowed to split the grant based on PBR for each TTI).
2. The PBR shall be met over a target time period. 
3. The UE is allowed to transmit packets in a burst, but there is a limit on the maximum allowed burst size (e.g. the token bucket size) 
4. If there is data available for transmission, the UE shall not include padding.

In addition the mechanism to “borrow” future tokens was discussed, and it was proposed that the UE may be allowed exceed the current tokens to avoid segmentation. However, it was not clear how this exactly would relate to the requirement on the enforcing PBR.
Several possible text proposals were discussed, but there was no consensus.

As a way forward, it is proposed to continue the work on requirements and how to capture the requirements in the specification with an email discussion.
