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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA3 for the reply LS S3-080226 on “Authentication at RRC Connection Re-establishment”. 
Further please find our responses:

1) SA3 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above information into account 
RAN2 is fine with the information provided by SA3. RAN2 confirms that it shall be possible to change the security algorithms after the conclusion of RRC Connection Re-establishment.
2) SA3 kindly asks RAN2 to confirm the assumptions made by SA3 on the identity of the cell are correct and to indicate which cell identity form can be referenced in the TS 33.abc.

From RAN2 point of view it does not really matter whether we use the L1-id or the CGI (cell global id from SIB1). Both are available to the UE and the eNB. Probably the best is to use the CGI because there is some (low) probability that 2 neighbouring cells would have the same L1-Id and thus the MAC would not be unique anymore per neighbouring cell.
