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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to inform RAN3 about some working assumptions concerning Enhanced UE DRX for FDD WI. It is currently agreed that the UE DRX operation is coupled to E-DCH resource allocation as outlined below.
· When UE has E-DCH resources allocated, it is not in DRX and can continuously receive on downlink.

· After the E-DCH resources are released, the UE initiates an inactivity timer. 

· The DRX timer is stopped if the UE gets E-DCH resource allocation. 

· If the timer expires, the UE will start to DRX according to the configured pattern.

· The DRX activity is specified in terms of cycle length and gap and is synchronised to the SFN.

· The DRX activity may be defined per cell.
· The DRX activity is only allowed if the UE has been configured with an E-RNTI or and a dedicated H-RNTI
A consequence of the progress on the Enhanced Uplink for CELL_FACH State in FDD WI is that the E-RNTI and H-RNTI need to be linked together in the Node-B. 
The set of DRX parameters could be set for the cell via Iub from CRNC, but it should be also possible to configure the UE using DCCH from SRNC. It is RAN2 understanding that in this case CRNC needs to send these parameter to SRNC via Iur. 
The need to indicate the UE capability to DRX to the network is still a subject for further studies. However, RAN3 feedback impact to handle the UE capability in RAN3 specification would be appreciated.
2. Actions:

RAN2 would like to ask RAN3 if they see any problems with these above-listed assumptions. If no problems are seen then RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to take these assumptions into account when drafting their CRs.
