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1. Introduction, discussion and proposal
At RAN2#61bis it was agreed in the control plane session ‎[1] that PBR is not applicable to SRBs. In parallel the user plane session ‎[2] also agreed that it should be possible to set an “infinite PBR” per RB. It is understood that there are, therefore, two ways of specifying that PBR does not apply SRBs:

1. RRC configures the PBR of SRBs to a default value of infinity.

2. No PBR parameter is associated with SRBs.

With approach 1, MAC prioritisation handling for DRBs and SRBs remain identical; i.e., no exceptions need to be introduced. With approach 2, priority handling of SRBs needs to be captured with exceptions in the MAC specification. Neither approach requires any signalling.

It is proposed that RAN2 discusses and agrees either approach 1 or approach 2 above so that the agreed prioritisation handling of SRBs can be captured in the E-UTRA Stage3 specifications.
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
