Initialisation of a PDCP entity

At initialisation of the PDCP entity, the UE shall:

-
set the variables Next_PDCP_TX_SN and Next_PDCP_RX_SN to 0.

-
set the variables TX_HFN and RX_HFN to the values indicated by upper layers.
At the release of the PDCP entity, the UE shall:

· send an indication to the lower layers to immediately deliver to PDCP all fully reassembled SDUs, in order, regardless of sequence number gaps identified at lower layers;
· upon reception from lower layers, process all DL PDCP PDUs, if any, in the order in which they were received; 
· if the PDCP entity corresponds to a DRB mapped onto a RLC AM, and the Flush_Timer is running, expire the Flush_Timer and process the stored DL PDCP PDUs, if any, as described in 5.5.1.2.2;
· discard all the UL PDCP PDUs, if any, that have not yet been submitted to the lower layer for transmission. 
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
