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1 Introduction 

In the current version of TS 36.331 [1], the terminology “Handover command” is used for 2 different things:
· an RRC message transferred across network nodes, as defined in section 10.2.2

· an interpretation by the UE of the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message which contains the mobilityControlInformation IE. 
2 Discussion
We think that the issue explained in introduction can raise some ambiguity. Typically, when reading the title of section 5.3.6.1: 

“ 5.3.6.1
Reception of the handover command”
it is possible to believe that the UE actually receives an RRC message named Handover Command, which is not the case as the Handover Command is another message defined in 10.2.2, which is never received by the UE as such.  

In all the sections having a title like “Reception of xxx”, xxx always corresponds to an RRC message or IE effectively received by the UE. 

Apart from 5.3.6.1 section title, there are some other places in TS 36.331 where the terminology “handover command” must be understood not as the RRC message defined in 10.2.2 but as a generic denomination of the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message which includes the mobilityControlInformation IE. Here are two examples: 

· “However, the UE only accepts a handover command when security is activated.”, section 5.3.1.1
· “Before sending the handover command to the UE, the source eNB prepares one or more target cells”, section 5.3.1.3

We think it would be tedious and counter-productive to change all these pieces of text, which are anyway quite comprehensible in the context. 

However as explained above, the title of 5.3.6.1 should probably be changed because it is a bit misleading and not aligned on other equivalent titles. 

The text proposal below addresses this point. 

3 Conclusion
This document provides a Text Proposal to resolve a small ambiguity related to the use of the Handover command terminology. 
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5.3.6
Handover

NOTE:
The UE should perform the handover as soon as possible following the reception of the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message including the mobilityControlInformation, which could be before confirming successful reception (HARQ and ARQ) of this message.

Reception of the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message including the mobilityControlInformation 
The UE shall:

start timer T304;

stop timer T310, if running;

if the eutra-CarrierFreq is included:
