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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for their response “LS reply on PDCCH for DL data arrival and random access response format” (R1-082251/ R2-083061). RAN2 has used the input from RAN1 to progress the work as indicated below:
1) RAN2 has decided that 20 bits are allocated in the Random Access Response for signalling the UL grant, and
2) the above applies irrespective of the system bandwidth

3) RAN2 understands that one bit needs to be trimmed with respect to the fields and sizes mentioned in R1-082251 (summing to 21 bits) and felt that the decision of which field to trim should be made by RAN1. 
4) RAN2 has decided that the MAC layer will deliver the 20 bits containing to the UL grant to the “lower layer”, and
5) RAN2 felt that RAN1 is in the best position to specify how the 20 bits available for UL grant signalling are split among the fields mentioned in R1-082251 and kindly asks RAN1 to complete the work of specification in that area.

6) As far as modelling is concerned, RAN2 is working under the assumption that “lower layer” will, after receiving the grant from MAC, indicate the UL grant and provide decoded HARQ information (i.e., New Data Indicator (NDI), Redundancy Version (RV), Transport Block (TB) size and HARQ process ID) to MAC as for normal grants received on PDCCH.
