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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like thank RAN2 for the informative LS R2-083733, clarifying in more detail the currently assumed mechanism for system-information update, its limitations, and its potential impact on paging load and UE power consumption.
To summarize the RAN1 understanding of the mechanism is as follows: 

· Due to the assumptions regarding the value tag, there cannot be more than 16 system-information updates within a time interval of 6 hours. RAN1 understands it so that this is a hard limit that cannot be exceeded without either increasing the range of the value tag (currently 4 bits corresponding to 16 different values) or reducing the time for which the UE can assume that the value tag is valid (currently 6 hours)
· Due to the negative impact on paging load and UE power consumption, there should, on average, not be more than roughly one system-information update every hour. RAN1 understands it so that this is more of a soft limit in the sense that a higher update rate can temporarily be possible, assuming a corresponding temporary impact on paging load and UE power consumption is acceptable to the operator. 
With this in mind, RAN1 has further elaborated what are the acceptable restrictions on the update rates for L1 parameters provided as part of the system information.RAN1 has concluded that it is not critical if updates of L1 parameters are constrained to typically not occur more often than once every hour. Based on this, from a L1 parameter point-of-view, the current RAN2 mechanism seems appropriate.
2. Actions:
