In this contribution, we propose a format for the HS-SCCH order to be used for Enhanced Serving Cell Change.

Format for HS-SCCH order for Enhanced Serving Cell Change
We propose that the order type xodt,1, xodt,2, xodt,3 = ‘000’ be used for enhanced serving cell change. Note that this order type is already defined for the use of DTX, DRX and HS-SCCH-less operation, but it can be re-used for enhanced serving cell change. There is no ambiguity since this order comes from a non-serving cell.
Moreover, we propose that the order bits be set to these values:
xord,1 = 1, 
xord,2 = 1, 
xord,3 = 1

Conclusions

We propose that the following format be used for the HS-SCCH order for the enhanced serving cell change procedure: xodt,1, xodt,2, xodt,3 = ‘000’, xord,1 = 1, xord,2 = 1, xord,3 = 1.
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
