There is one MAC-ehs entity in the UTRAN for each cell that supports HS-DSCH transmission. The MAC-ehs is responsible for handling the data transmitted on the HS-DSCH when configured. MAC-ehs receives configuration parameters from the RRC layer via the MAC-Control SAP. There should be priority handling per MAC-ehs SDU in the MAC-ehs. The MAC-ehs is comprised of six different functional entities:
