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1 Reasoning
The enhanced HS-DSCH serving cell change feature was designed to improve the reliability of serving HS-DSCH cell change in challenging network deployment scenarios (e.g. Urban Canyon) when SRBs are mapped to HS-DSCH and F-DPCH is configured.
Therefore the introduction of the feature in the specification (25.331) should mainly focus on this scenario and avoid the extra complexity of extending it to other scenarios for which the feature was not originally intended.

2 Proposal
Proposal: The enhanced HS-DSCH serving cell change can only be used if F-DPCH is configured (not applicable when DPCH is configured).
In the attached CR, we have already attempted to address this in the specification, but the final changes agreed by the group would be incorporated into the CR that introduces the feature.
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	Reason for change:
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	Based on evaluation criteria of WI (see RP-07-1044), Enhanced Serving cell change procedure handover is optimized to increase the reliability for radio link configuration in the context of real time service transmissions (SRB, VOIP, CS over HS-PDSCH channels).  Therefore, support for Enhanced Serving Cell Change should be defined only for radio link configuration with F-DPCH.

Invalid configuration
If any of the following conditions are valid:

-
a radio link indicated by the IE "Downlink DPCH info for each RL" in the IE "Radio link addition information" has a different spreading factor than the spreading factor for the radio links in the active set that will be established at the time indicated by the IE "Activation time"; and/or

-
a radio link in the IE "Radio link addition information" is also present in the IE "Radio Link Removal Information"; and/or

-
the IE "Radio Link Removal Information" contains all the radio links which are part of or will be part of the active set at the time indicated by the IE "Activation time"; and/or

-
the IE "TX Diversity Mode" is not set to "none" and it indicates a diversity mode that is different from the one currently used (<STTD> or <closed loop mode1>) in all or part of the active set; and/or

-
a radio link indicated by the IE "Radio Link Removal Information" does not exist in the active set; and/or

-
after the removal of all radio links indicated by the IE "Radio Link Removal Information" and the addition of all radio links indicated by the IE "Radio Link Addition Information" the active set would contain more than the maximum allowed number of radio links; and/or

-
after the addition of all radio links indicated by the IE "Radio Link Addition Information" the active set would contain radio links indicated by the IE "Downlink DPCH info for each RL" and radio links indicated by the IE "Downlink F-DPCH info for each RL"; and/or
-
for a radio link, the IE “Downlink DPCH info for each RL” and the IE “Information for Enhanced Serving Cell Change” (the name of this IE is TBD) are included; and/or
-
the variable INVALID_CONFIGURATION is set to TRUE:
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
