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1. Overall Description:

At RAN2#63, it was decided to use Pathloss as a criterion for preamble selection in its Random Access procedure. RAN2 would like to communicate the decision and ask RAN4 and RAN1 to comment on this use of the Pathloss measurement.
RAN2 has, as already expressed in the stage 2 [1], agreed on a Random Access solution which enables the UE to indicate to the eNB whether a smaller RACH message3 size or a larger message3 size would be preferred/more appropriate. To facilitate the indication, the available random access preambles can be divided into two groups. The use of a preamble from one group indicates preference for the smaller size and the use of a preamble from the other group indicates a preference for the larger size.

RAN2 has chosen to base the selection of which preamble group to pick the preamble from on the amount of data available for transmission and the radio conditions. As the radio condition, the Pathloss measurement was selected at RAN2#63. A configurable (by the eNB) Pathloss threshold will be used to decide if the radio conditions are good enough to enable transmission of a larger message 3. If radio conditions are too poor to enable transmission of a message3 of the larger size, determined based on the Pathloss exceeding the configured threshold, only the smaller size is indicated. The configurable Pathloss threshold is understood to allow taking into account also the UL interference level.
