1. Introductions
RAN-WG3 has re-discussed UE History information IE issue based on R3-082195 and concluded that the UE History Information should be included as mandatory information to be provided between the source and the target eNB irrespectively whether this is initiated via the S1 or the X2 interface in order to ensure that the Handover Preparation always gives the possibility to the target eNB to start collection and storage of the same kind of UE historical information that was sent in the HANDOVER REQUEST message. 

Further RAN WG3 re-discussed the issue regarding the better placement of UE Historical Information IE (RRC transparent container vs. X2AP/S1AP). The majority in RAN WG3 prefers to keep the UE History information IE visible within X2/S1AP, mainly because of the following reasons:
· The output of UE Historical Information IE function is mainly related  to the cell specific but can also be utilised for  UE specific RRM; RAN WG3 would like to have the possibility to extend cell aspects when needed;

· The majority of companies within RAN WG3 believes a network group would be more suitable to manage the protocol handling aspects associated to the transfer of this IE over the X2 and S1 interfaces: for example there is a need to specify how new information is appended by the target eNB and forwarded during subsequent HO preparations, there might arise a need to specify abnormal cases, etc. If this IE stays within RAN WG2 responsibility, RAN WG2 would also need to specify such aspects in a suitable TS (e.g. within stage 2 where only node behaviour can be specified);

· RAN WG3 has also discussed the possibility to extend this mechanism to IRAT scenarios. It could be potentially easier to adapt the UE History Information IE standardised over S1AP (or Iu/Iur for UTRAN) in a core network transparent manner e.g. for the Inter-RAT case if the IE is visible in RAN WG3 specifications.

2. Actions
RAN WG3 kindly asks RAN WG2 to provide feedback on the last agreements in RAN WG3. In case the discussion leads to the conclusions made above, RAN WG3 would like to ask RAN WG2 to delete the UE History Information IE from TS 36.331.
