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1 Introduction
This contribution discusses how to capture Dual Cell HSDPA operation related agreements in the stage-2 specification.

2 Discussion
In order to complete the work item according to the plan, it is timely to prepare a stage-2 description of the agreements and start working with the stage-3 as soon as possible. Currently there are several agreements that could be captured in the stage-2 but some issues are still under discussion. This contribution presents a proposal how to capture these decisions and how to deal with the open issues.
So far, there is an agreement on the L2 architecture for Dual-Cell operation when the concept of joint scheduling is used, i.e. (transmission and) reception of data on more than one HS-DSCH channels by using one common (transmitting and) receiving MAC-ehs entity ‎[1]. However, the discussion on the technique of independent scheduling, where separate MAC-ehs entities are used, has not concluded yet ‎[2].
Proposal 1: Introduce the concept of Dual-Cell operation for joint scheduling in stage-2 now and add the description of independent scheduling in a separate CR later on when the independent scheduling concept is agreed.
There is also an agreement that legacy mobility procedures are possible for Dual-Cell operation based on anchor carrier and further enhancements are subjects for studies. 

Proposal 2: Capture the Dual Cell HSDPA mobility decision with the statement that “at least legacy procedures are supported” and add the description of possible enhancements in a separate CR later on when the enhancements concepts are agreed.
It is also worth mentioning that RAN1 has refined its Dual-Cell HSDPA operation vocabulary, e.g. by using "secondary serving HS-DSCH cell" beside the legacy "serving HS-DSCH cell-and by avoiding concepts such as DC-HSDPA carriers, anchor carriers and cells, supplementary carriers and cells (or other similar kind of terms that have been in usage during the study item). It would be desirable for the sake clarity that RAN2 and RAN1 use the same terminology.
Proposal 3: Reformulate the current RAN2 agreements by using the RAN1 terminology.
3 Conclusion

This contribution outlines some issues that needs to be taken into account when RAN2 Dual Cell HSDPA decisions are captured in the stage-2 specification and proposes a way forward for open issues. RAN2 is kindly asked to discuss the proposals. A draft CR f25.308 is provided in ‎[3]. 
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
