Discussion
Section 7.1 describes the state variables used in PDCP entities in order to specify the PDCP protocol.

It is not clear whether the defined state variables are applicable to the UE only or to both the UE and the eNB. In the remaining part of the specification, the state variables are only used to describe the UE behaviour. Also it can be noted that the initial value of the variables defined by the specification is not applicable to the target eNB, for which in case of HO of DRB using RLC-AM, the SNs and HFNs shouldn't be initialised with 0 but the reference COUNTs value provided by the source eNB should be used. 
It is therefore proposed to correct the specification.

Two options can be forseen with regards to how to clarify the specification:


Option#1: Decide that the state variables defined in section 7.1 are applicable to the UE and the eNB and correct the initialisation of the eNB variables for DRB using RLC-AM.

Option#2: Decide to clarify that the state variables defined in section 7.1 are only applicable to the UE.

Proposal
It is proposed to decide on the preferred option and to agree on the corresponding CR.

Alcatel-Lucent has a preference for Option#2.
