Introduction
In previous meeting in Warsaw, RAN2 agreed to remove location restriction regarding a Padding BSR.
The remaining issue is which BSR should be included when multiple BSR is triggered. This is due to the following sentence in section 5.4.5
	NOTE:
Even if multiple events occur by the time a BSR can be transmitted, only one BSR will be included in the MAC PDU.


For example, when a short BSR is triggered due to expiry of periodic timer and the remaining padding space is enough to include a long BSR, which BSR should be included? Or, when a Regular short BSR is triggered and padding space allows only a short BSR, the two short BSR should be combined to generate a long BSR?
Several solutions seem possible:

Option A: 

Padding BSR is not triggered when regular BSR or periodic BSR has been triggered. In this way, triggering of different size BSRs can be avoided. 

Option B:

In a MAC PDU, maximum one of either Regular BSR or Periodic BSR can be included and maximum one of Padding BSR can be included.

Option C:

If Regular BSR or Periodic BSR is triggered and if a padding BSR is also triggered, the largest BSR that fits into a MAC PDU is included.

Summary
Due to simplicity, it is proposed that option A is adopted. Draft CR is in [1].
