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1. Introduction
This contribution discusses some issues with the MobilityFromEUTRACommand procedure as specified in the latest release of the RRC specification and provides proposals for solving these issues.
2. Discussions

For Inter-RAT Handover the UE receives the MobilityFromEUTRACommand to indicate that the UE is to handover to a different target RAT. This message carries among other things a target specific message container. In 5.4.3.3 the procedure text is written for handling 3GPP target RATs. This procedure is also used for non-3GPP target RATs and as such needs to be modified to handle the mobility to a CDMA2000 target RAT correctly.
3. Proposal
Modify 5.4.3.3 to conditionally process the contents of the MobilityFromEUTRACommand based on the targetRAT-type.
4. Conclusion

The UE shall:

stop timer T310 and T312, if running

start timer T304 with the timer value set to t304, as included in the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message;

1> consider inter-RAT mobility is initiated towards the RAT indicated by the targetRAT-Type included in the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message;
1> If the targetRAT-Type = utra or geran:

If the inter-RAT message contained in the targetRAT-MessageContainer concerns a ‘handover command’:

access the target cell indicated in the inter-RAT message in accordance with the specifications of the target RAT;

If the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message includes a subset of the established DRBs (FFS):

inform upper layers about the failure to continue the DRBs not included in the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message;

else (the inter-RAT message contained in the targetRAT-MessageContainer concerns a ‘cell change order’):

establish the connection to the target cell indicated in the inter-RAT message in accordance with the specifications of the target RAT;
1> If the targetRAT-Type = cdma2000-1XRTT or cdma2000-HRPD:

forward the targetRAT-Type and the targetRAT-MessageContainer to the CDMA upper layers for the UE to access the cell indicated in the inter-RAT message in accordance with the specifications of the CDMA target-RAT;
