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1. Introduction
RAN WG2 would like to respectfully inform RAN WG1 about some decisions made by RAN WG2 regarding the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure:
1) If the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure is unsynchronized, the UE shall start listening to the full configured HS-SCCH set from this cell within 40 ms of the reception of the HS-SCCH order. If the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure is synchronized, the UE shall start listening to the full configured HS-SCCH set from this cell at the activation time indicated by the upper layers. RAN WG2 requests RAN WG1 to incorporate this in RAN WG1 specifications.
2) On successfully receiving HS-SCCH order from the target cell, the UE shall pass bits XX and XX of the HS-SCCH order to the upper layers. RAN WG2 requests RAN WG1 to incorporate this in RAN WG1 specifications. These bits represent the Transaction Identifier to be used in the RRC message (example, RBR Complete) sent by the UE as part of the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure to acknowledge reception of either HS-SCCH order from the target cell or RRC reconfiguration message from the source cell. 
3) As part of the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure, on successfully receiving either an HS-SCCH order from the target cell or RRC reconfiguration message from the source cell, the UE shall send an RRC message (example, RBR Complete) to acknowledge completion of the procedure within 10 msec of reception of the HS-SCCH order.
2. Actions to TSG RAN WG1
RAN WG2 kindly requests RAN WG1 to take the above information into account and to specify in RAN WG1 specification regarding UE reconfiguration time as in point 1 above, and regarding Transaction Identifier as in point 2 above.[image: image1.png]
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
