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1 Introduction 

This document observes that in the current RRC specification, the dicardTimer and pdcp-SN-Size parameters are respectively "Cond Setup", and "Cond Rlc-UM". These conditions imply that these 2 parameters cannot be reconfigured at HO as described in the meeting report[1] about the related TP [2]. But the consequence is that these conditions imply that it is not possible for the Source-eNB to send these 2 parameters to the Target-eNB as part of the AS-Configuration at HO. 
2 Discussion 
The discardTimer IE is an optional parameter of the PDPC-Configuration IE. Its presence depends on the “Cond Setup” condition defined as:

	Setup
	The field is mandatory present in case of radio bearer setup. Otherwise the field is not needed.


In the same PDPC-Configuration IE, the rlc-UM IE containing the pdcp-SN-Size is an optional parameter. Its presence depends on the “Cond Rlc-UM” condition defined as: 
	Conditional presence
	Explanation

	Rlc-UM
	The field is mandatory present upon setup of a PDCP entity for a radio bearer configured with RLC UM. Otherwise the field is not needed, continue.


It is expected that at handover, the Source e-NB should inform the Target-eNB about the 2 parameters above. However it seems that the definition of the 2 associated conditions do not allow to do that. 
The Text Proposal below modifies the definition of the the conditions to take into account the case where the PDCP-Configuration is sent from the Source-e-NB to the Target –e-NB as part of the Handover preparation.

	PDCP-Configuration field descriptions

	pdcp-SN-Size

Indicates the length of the PDCP Sequence Number as specified in [8].

	maxCID

Highest context ID number to be used in the uplink by the UE compressor.

	profiles

Profiles used by both compressor and decompressor in both UE and E-UTRAN. List of indices to ROHC profiles specified in [8]. Profile 0x0000 shall always be supported when the use of ROHC is configured. If two ROHC profile identifiers with the same 8 LSB’s are signalled, only the profile corresponding to the highest value should be applied


	Conditional presence
	Explanation

	Setup
	The field is mandatory present in case of radio bearer setup or in case of handover preparation. Otherwise the field is not needed.

	Rlc-AM
	The field is mandatory present upon setup of a PDCP entity for a radio bearer configured with RLC AM. The field is optional in case of reconfiguration of a PDCP entity at handover for a radio bearer configured with RLC AM. Otherwise the field is not needed.

	Rlc-UM
	The field is mandatory present upon setup of a PDCP entity for a radio bearer configured with RLC UM or in case of handover preparation. Otherwise the field is not needed, continue.
