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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to inform fellow WGs working on Home NB and Home eNBs that CT1 has chosen to use the term "Allowed CSG List" for the list of CSGs to which a subscriber belongs. CT1 noticed that different WGs have used and are using a variety of terms (eg White List, CSG White List, CSG Identities White List) to reference this list and CT1 hope that all WGs will adopt this one term.

CT1 has also noticed in a SA1 LS S1-082397, that SA1 has agreed a CR (S1-082395, 21.905CR0083r2), which has chosen to used the term Home NodeB Identifier (HNBID) to identify the text string name of a home NodeB.
Home NodeB Identifier (HNBID): The Home NodeB Identifier is a broadcast string in free text format that provides a human readable name for the Home eNodeB CSG ID.

CT1 finds the choice of the word "Identifier" in HNBID, non-optimal. The main reason being that other WGs have used the term HeNB ID to refer to the coding of the identities of eNBs used in our protocols. This SA1 choice will constantly lead to misunderstandings as Stage 3 WGs progress with the work. Thus CT1 would like to suggest to SA1 that that term be change to "HNB Name". CT1 trust that this will be acceptable to SA1.
2. Actions:
