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1. Introduction
During RAN1 #54bis, the need to specify default value of ul-Bandwidth was identified. The need for a default value arises at the stage when the UE L1 is decoding DCI format 1A before first obtaining ul-Bandwidth, which is carried in the SystemInformationBlockType2.
As stated in section 5.3.3.1.3 of [1], if the number of information bits in format 1A is less than for format 0, zeros shall be appended to format 1A until the payload size equals that of format 0. As stated in section 5.3.3.1.1 of [1], the payload size of format 0 depends on number of resource blocks in the uplink. The number of resource blocks in the uplink maps to ul-Bandwidth.  
A suggested default value of ul-Bandwidth prior to decoding of SystemInformationBlockType2 is that equal to dl-SystemBandwidth.
