	PDCP 1 or 2-phase re-establishment

For RRC re-establishment procedure, it was agreed in RAN2#63 that PDCP applies the same behaviour as for handover. Thus, it was agreed to introduce “PDCP re-establishment” procedure (formerly “PDCP actions at handover”). 

In addition, to make clear the Flush_Timer behaviour, it was agreed to have 2 triggers for PDCP re-establishment, one for initiation and the other for completion.

However, in RAN2#63bis meeting, it was agreed to remove Flush_Timer, which removes the need for 2 triggers.

Thus, an e-mail discussion was triggered between RAN2#63bis and RAN2#64, and the discussion mainly focuses on:

- whether to have 1 or 2 triggers for PDCP re-establishment procedure

The discussion also includes:
- PDCP behaviour at RRC re-establishment; e.g., PDCP suspension, PDCP data calculation for BSR reporting, etc.
