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1 Discussion 
T304 is started when UE receive MobilityFromEUTRACommand if the message indicate the purpose is set to ‘cellChangeOrder’. And the procedure fails when T304 expires or other reason as following:

· UE does not succeed in establishing the connection to the target radio access technology
· UE is unable to comply with (part of) the configuration included in the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message
· there is a protocol error in the inter RAT information included in the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message, causing the UE to fail the procedure according to the specifications applicable for the target RAT
in later 3 case it is possible that T304 is still running. So T304 should be stopped when these cases occur otherwise when T304 expire failure event will triggered once again.

Proposal1: to stop T304 when mobility from E-UTRAN fails due to other reasons than T304 expires.

Mobility from E-UTRA failure

The UE shall:

If T304 expires (mobility from E-UTRA failure); or

If the UE does not succeed in establishing the connection to the target radio access technology; or

If the UE is unable to comply with (part of) the configuration included in the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message; or

If there is a protocol error in the inter RAT information included in the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message, causing the UE to fail the procedure according to the specifications applicable for the target RAT: 

2> stop T304, if running   (proposal 1)

If the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message included the csFallbackIndicator:

 indicate to upper layers that the CS Fallback procedure has failed;

revert back to the configuration used in the source cell, excluding the physical layer configuration;

NOTE:
The UE reverts to the RRC configuration as well as to the layer 2 configuration (PDCP/RLC/MAC) used in the source cell.

initiate the connection re-establishment procedure as specified in 5.3.7.
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
