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1. Introduction

According to the definition in RAN2 a non-allowed CSG cell (i.e. CSG cell not included in the UE’s CSG whitelist) is an acceptable cell. 
It is not clear if it is possible to support manual CSG ID selection in non-allowed CSG cells in order to add the CSG ID of the cell to the UE’s CSG whitelist.CT1 has already discussed manual allowed CSG list update as captured in [1].

This contribution discusses whether UE can perform manual allowed CSG list update or not.

2. Discussion
In current RAN2 status, if UE can’t find a suitable cell, UE attempts to camp on an acceptable cell to obtain limited service (i.e. originate emergency calls). UE is not allowed to perform TAU in above case because normal service is unacceptable in the cell. However it is not clear if UE is not allowed to perform manual allowed CSG list update, when user requests to camp on a non-allowed CSG cell e.g. by manual selection. This kind of behaviour may be useful in case of initially using a newly installed CSG at home or if the CSG cell located in e.g. a coffee house for guests.
This new behaviour needs additional requirement for acceptable cell. To support the behavour defined in CT1 on the manual update of the CSG whitelist it needs to be clarified that a UE is allowed to access an acceptable cell to perform a TAU/LAU as an outcome of a manual CSG ID selection.
Proposal: It is proposed that RAN2 agrees that a UE is allowed to perform a TAU/LAU on an acceptable CSG cell as an outcome of a manual CSG ID selection to update the UE’s CSG whitelist on user request.
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we propose that RAN2 agree following proposal.
