Introduction
This document discusses the following issues:

· how to handle UE equipped with a SIM in EUTRA, and

· UE behaviour due to that emergency services is not supported in EUTRA Rel-8
2. Discussion
In “LS on preventing inter-RAT HO for UE with SIM access” (source SA3, R2-085777), the following is stated:
In SA3#52 adhoc meeting, S3-080964 and S3-080965 were discussed for the problem of SIM access in inter-RAT handover case. The problem is described as following,

-It has been decided by SA3 that it shall not be allowed to grant SIM access to E-UTRAN system. The initial access to eUTRAN by a SIM can be prohibited by mandating USIM-based AKA mechanism. However, such mechanism does not exclude the possibility that a SIM user moves from GERAN/UTRAN to eUTRAN. The SIM user may be active in E-UTRAN until the next run of AKA, which is determined by the network and may, but does not have to immediately follow the handover.  To avoid potential service interruption after such an AKA run, the UE may avoid handovers to LTE if SIM is inserted.
A simple and straightforward solution to this would be to require that a UE equipped with SIM should not consider itself as LTE-capable, i.e.
-
not select an EUTRA cell for camping

With the SA3 decision, it is clear that a UE with SIM will not get “normal service on a suitable cell” in EUTRA. Furthermore, since emergency services are not supported in Rel-8 EUTRA, there is no reason for UE with SIM to select an EUTRA cell for “limited service on an acceptable cell”.  Instead, UE should select a cell of another RAT that provides limited service, if available.

not indicate that it is EUTRA-capable when signalling its UE capabilities in other RATs (e.g. GERAN, UTRAN)


This would effectively avoid that a network attempts to handover a UE with SIM to EUTRA.
The same reasoning as above is also valid for a UE with no SIM/USIM inserted. Therefore, we propose the following:
Proposal 1: A UE equipped with SIM or no SIM/USIM shall not select an EUTRA cell for camping

Proposal 2: A UE equipped with SIM or no SIM/USIM shall not indicate that it is EUTRA-capable when signalling its UE capabilities in other RATs.
