At successful completion of the Random Access procedure, the UE shall:

flush all HARQ buffers which have been used for transmission of the MAC PDU in the [Message3] buffer and consider the next transmission for those processes as the very first transmission;

if the PREAMBLE_TRANSMISSION_COUNTER is greater than PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX:
