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Discussion and Decision
1. Introduction

This contribution presents an issue with misaligned definition of barred cell in RRC_IDLE between 36.331 and 36.304.
2. Discussion
A cell will be considered to be a barred cell in following cases in TS 36.331 [1]:

· Case 1: the cell used prior to entering idle mode when upper layers request release of RRC connection (section 5.3.9);

· Case 2: the cell does not transimit essential system information, i.e. MIB, SIB1 and SIB2 (section 5.2.2.5);

· Case 3: the cell status is indicated as “barred” in SIB1.

However, the definition of barred cell is given as follows in section 4.3 in accordance with TS 36.304 [2]:
barred cell:

A cell is barred if it is so indicated in the system information [3].
To our understanding, the definition of “barred cell” only indludes case 3 in TS 36.304. In order to make alignment with two specifications, we propose to cover all cases in definition of “barred cell”.

Propose 1: Re-define “barred cell” in order to cover all use cases in TS 36.304.
According to current specification, if UE can not acquire essential system information from a cell in some cases, the cell shall be considered to be barred forever. 
For case 1, a period of 300s is applied to the barred cell. Therefore it would be good to have the same period for the barred cell in case 2. After the period, UE can resume to the cell to see if essential system information is broadcast.
Propose 2: Set a period of 300s to the barred cell in case 2.

3. Conclusion
A text proposal to cover the proposals is given below for inclusion in TS 36.331 and we would like to provid a CR to cover this to TS 36.304 next meeting.
