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1. Introduction
This contribution captures some inconsistent description related with CDMA2000 in current TS 36.331. 
2. Discussion
According to TS 36.331 [1], there are two types of CDMA messages to be tunneled for UE. One is ULInformationTransfer which carries low priority messages such as pre-registration messages; the high priority message is ULHandoverPreparationTransfer for handover to CDMA2000 which has agreed in RAN2#62. However, in Sec. 5.4.4.3, the reception of the HandoverFromEUTRAPreparationRequest by the UE is described UL/DL Information Transfer procedure is used for exchanging CDMA2000 dedicated information, which is incorrect and possibly causes that E-UTRA mistakes the Handover procedure with Session maintenance procedure. Then the Handover may not be implemented. Hence the description in 5.4.4.3 for the UE behavior of receiving the Handover from E-UTRA preparation request message needs to be modified.

Proposal 1: When UE receives the HandoverFromEUTRAPreparationRequest message, it uses UL handover preparation transfer procedure to exchange CDMA2000 dedicated information with network, instead of using UL/DL Information transfer procedure.
We also propose to change cdma2000-Rand to cdma2000-RAND in section 5.6.4.4 in order to aligh with ASN.1.
Proposal 2: change cdma2000-Rand to cdma2000-RAND in Section 5.6.4.4 to align with ASN.1
3. Conclusion

Indicate the request to prepare handover and forward the cdma2000-Type and the cdma2000-MobilityParameters, if present, to the CDMA upper layers;

If cdma2000-Type = type1XRTT forward the cdma2000-RAND to the CDMA upper layers. 

Upon receiving the request to prepare handover, CDMA upper layers establish a connection with the CDMA network. This involves exchanging CDMA2000 dedicated information, using the UL handover preparation transfer procedure  specified in 5.4.5
