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	SIB9 contains the the HNBID. According to TS 22.011 subclause 8.4.2 is used to indicate the user a "name" related to the CSG Identity of a certain CSG cell. According to 22.011 "The UE may display the HNBID when camping on the cell where it is broadcast." This information might be indicated when camped on the CSG in the idle display similar to the operator name and will probably be used during a manual CSG search.

The scope of subclause 5.2.2.3 is to define which system information a UE shall acquire when camped on a cell for normal service in RRC_IDLE or which one to acquire once handed over to a cell in RRC_CONNECTED in order to ensure proper RRC protocol behaviour.

As the HNBID has no impact on the UEs protocol behaviour it seems questionable whether SIB9 need to be mentions in subclause 5.2.2.3 at all. 
But at least in RRC_CONNECTED there is no need that a UE mandatory acquires SIB9. 

The fact that RRC may reads SIB9  upon request from upper layers does not  need to be explicitly specified at all, as it is an obvious implementation option.

System information required by the UE

The UE shall

the MasterInformationBlock and SystemInformationBlockType1 messages as well as SystemInformationBlockType2 through SystemInformationBlockType8, depending on support of the concerned RATs;

the MasterInformationBlock, the SystemInformationBlockType1 and the SystemInformationBlockType2 messages as well as SystemInformationBlockType8, depending on support of CDMA2000;

consider any stored system information to be invalid if it was received more than 3 hours ago;

consider any stored system information to be invalid if the value tag included in the SystemInformationBlockType1 message transmitted on BCCH is different from the one of the stored system information;

8.4
Display requirements

8.4.1
CSG indicator

A UE camped in a CSG cell may display a CSG indicator. The CSG indicator is configured by the network operator. The format of the indicator can be text and/or graphic (e.g. home coverage). 

It shall be possible to associate each CSG indicator to each of the CSG identities contained in the CSG white list. 

8.4.2
HNB/HeNB identifier

It shall be possible for the HNB/HeNB to broadcast a HNB/HeNB identifier (HNBID) in free text format. The UE may display the HNBID when camping on the cell where it is broadcast. The HNBID shall be configurable by the administrator of the HNB/HeNB.

The HNBID length shall not exceed 48x8 bits.

NOTE:  
In order to allow the maximum flexibility in the way the HNBID is configured in any language, UTF-8 coding should be used; this allow a maximum length of 48 characters coded on one byte, 24 characters on two bytes, 16 characters on 3 bytes down to a minimum of 12 characters if all characters are encoded on 4 bytes

The HeNB identifier may be associated with the CSG Identities and stored in the USIM. 
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
