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1 Introduction 

This document proposes to add an indication to upper layers to trigger the NAS service recovery procedure into 36.331[1]. 
2 Discussion 
In an LS from SA2 [2] it states that CT1 requested the  feedback from RAN2 if an indication from RRC can be provided to trigger the NAS service recovery procedure. And also SA2 believes that such an RRC indication is necessary.
It will be necessary to invoke the NAS recovery procedure on failure to re-establish the RRC connection when either there is a T311 expiry or on reception of a RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message which will cause a transition from RRC_CONNECTED to RRC_IDLE.
To take account of this requirement we have the following proposal.

Proposal

Add an indication on the release of the RRC connection to the upper layers with cause “NAS Recovery Required” on T311 expiry and reception of the RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message into 36.331[1].

UE actions upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED

Upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED state, the UE shall:

1>
reset MAC and re-establish RLC for all RBs that are established;

stop all timers that are running except T320;

release all radio resources, including release of the RLC entity and the associated PDCP entity for all established RBs;

If leaving RRC_CONNECTED was triggered by reception of the RRCConnectionRelease message including the releaseCause set to ‘loadBalancingTAU required’:

2> indicate the release of the RRC connection to the upper layers with cause ‘load balancing TAU required’;
1> If leaving RRC_CONNECTED was triggered by reception of the RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message or T311 expiry:

2> indicate the release of the RRC connection to upper layers with cause “NAS Recovery Required”;

indicate the release of the RRC connection to upper layers;

If leaving RRC_CONNECTED was not triggered by reception of the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message:

enter RRC_IDLE by performing cell selection in accordance with the cell selection process, defined for the case of leaving RRC_CONNECTED state, as specified in TS 36.304 [4].
