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1. Overall Description:

During RAN1#54bis, RAN1 discussed the value of P_A, information about the power setting of the PDSCH transmission defined in TS 36.213, section 5.2.

RAN1 concluded to change the possible values from [3, 2, 1, 0, -1, -2, -3, -6] dB to 
[3, 2, 1, 0, -1.77, -3, -4.77, -6] dB. 

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to make the corresponding change in TS 36.331.
In addition, RAN1 discussed how L1 parameters should be captured in the 3GPP specifications. RAN1’s preference is the following.

- RAN1 specifications describe the parameter name aligned with the RAN2 specifications. In which RAN2 specifications these parameters are included is RAN2’s area of expertise and responsibility. RAN1 specifications only describe them as being "provided by higher layers".

- RAN1 would like to avoid the situation that the parameter values are described in both RAN1 and RAN2 specifications in order to avoid possible inconsistencies. Therefore the parameter values are described according to one of the following options. The overall preference in RAN1 is to use option 1 for simplicity. In specific cases, option 2 is used.

Option 1: The parameters values are described in RAN2 specifications. RAN2 specifications describe the actual values and, in the relevant cases, the default of actual values. 
Option 2: The parameters values are described in RAN1 specifications. RAN2 specifications describe an index range for the parameter and, in the relevant cases, the default of the index. RAN1 specifications describe the actual parameter values corresponding to the index.

2. Actions:

To RAN2 : 
RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to change the P_A values in TS 36.331 as outlined above.
RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to note RAN1’s discussion on the handling of L1 parameters. 
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
