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1. Introduction

In current specification 36.331, some IEs have two configurations, i.e. common and dedicated configuration. This makes some confusion in the procedure text. We attempt to clarify it in this contribution.
2. Discussion 
The following IEs have two configurations:
PRACH-Configuration / PDSCH-Configuration / PUCCH-Configuration / PUSCH-Configuration / SoundingRsUl-Config / UplinkPowerControl. 

The PRACH-Configuration is included in the IE RadioResourceConfigCommonSIB and RadioResourceConfigCommon. Other IEs are included in the IE RadioResourceConfigCommon and  PhysicalConfigDedicated.
In current specification 36.331, field names are used in procedure text, e.g. IE SoundingRsUl-ConfigCommon and SoundingRsUl-ConfigDedicated have the same field name ‘soundingRsUl-Config’ when included in IE RadioResourceConfigCommon and PhysicalConfigDedicated respectively. How can we distinguish to which IE this field name is referring in the procedural text? Other IEs have the same issue.

An example is given as following:

Upon receiving an PUCCH/ SRS release request from lower layers, the UE shall:

As stated in 5.3.13 of [1] above, do the soundingRsUl-Config and pucch-Configuration used here mean common or dedicated configuration?
The same issue arises in 9.2.4. Which SoundingRsUl-Config configuration is disabled in default physical channel configuration, SoundingRsUl-ConfigCommon or SoundingRsUl-ConfigDedicated?
So we think we should align field name with IE name. For example, the field name for IE SoundingRsUl-ConfigCommon within the IE RadioResourceConfigCommon should be soundingRsUl-ConfigCommon, and the field name for IE SoundingRsUl-ConfigDedicated within the IE PhysicalConfigDedicated should be soundingRsUl-ConfigDedicated.
