Question 1. It seems that current text is missing what is really informed to NAS? 

· Just change indication or changed information? We think at least changed information shall be informed to the NAS, and this would be sufficient, i.e., change indication by AS is not needed because, by the reception of NAS system information, UE NAS is able to be aware that the received NAS system information is changed or not. UE AS does not need to indicate the change of NAS system information. 

Question 2. It is questionable how the change of received NAS system information is identified in UE AS and how it is informed to the UE NAS. 

· The text seems to mandate the UE AS to check if received NAS system information is really new information, and conditionally indicate/forward the change indication/received NAS system information. However, it is apparent that UE RRC does not have such a responsibility. We should note that, whenever UE RRC receives NAS system information, it forwards the information to upper layers unconditionally. The identification of change of NAS system information shall be the responsibility of UE NAS. I.e., there should be no UE AS requirement.

Taking into account the questions and suggested considerations, we propose to change the text as follows:

Introduction
UE shall perform measurements for cell selection and reselection purposes as specified in [10].
The NAS can control the RAT(s) in which the cell selection should be performed, for instance by indicating RAT(s) associated with the selected PLMN, and by maintaining a list of forbidden registration area(s) and a list of equivalent PLMNs. The UE shall select a suitable cell based on idle mode measurements and cell selection criteria.

In order to speed up the cell selection process, stored information for several RATs may be available in the UE.

When camped on a cell, the UE shall regularly search for a better cell according to the cell reselection criteria. If a better cell is found, that cell is selected. The change of cell may imply a change of RAT. Details on performance requirements for cell reselection can be found in [10].
Upon acquisition of UE NAS system information following cell selection/reselection, UE AS forwards UE NAS system information to UE NAS.
