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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN WG5 for their LS on the “expected UE behaviour in PMM-CONNECTED Mode”.

The requested action was “to review the relevant core specifications and provide feedback to RAN5 or clarification on the expected UE behaviour at the end of completion of security procedure by the end of RAN5#42 meeting.”
The topic was discussed in RAN2 and there was a consensus on the following RAN2 aspect of the procedures.
As correctly quoted from 25.331 in the received LS, RRC considers that a signalling connection is established in the described scenario. The signalling connection release indication procedure requires the transmission of a SIGNALLING CONNECTION RELEASE INDICATION. Hence, in the described scenario, the UE will transmit a SIGNALLING CONNECTION RELEASE INDICATION upon receiving a request to abort the procedure from upper layers for a specific CN domain.
