In the current 36.331 an inter node message called ‘Inter RAT Message’ is defined which is supposed to be used by the target node for transmitting the actual ‘Handover Command’ message.

This message seems to be superflous, and will only complicate for the target node to compile the ‘Handover Command’ message correctly. We think that the definition in message MobilityFromEUTRACommand for IE targetRAT-MessageContainer is sufficient, i.e. an octet string, and therefore suggest to completely remove the ‘Inter RAT Message’ message.
