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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks SA3 for their reply LS about the maximum PDCP SDU size.

For Rel-8 RAN2 has agreed to specify the maximum supported PDCP SDU size as 8188 octets, which can be indicated with 16 bits even after the addition of the 4-octet MAC-I.
However, to cater for future LTE releases, RAN2 suggests that the LENGTH indicator can accommodate the native IPv6 limit of 65576 octets. In light of the options listed in the LS from SA3, this would then point towards 24 bits.
2. Actions:

RAN2 asks SA3 to take this information into account in dimensioning the LENGTH indicator for the security algorithms in LTE.
