Overall description:
During RAN2#64bis, RAN2 discussed the collision between measurement gap and HARQ feedback when the ACK/NACK repetition is configured based on [1]. In the discussion, it was clarified that current MAC behaviour in case of collision is:

· If the first ACK/NACK transmission in ACK/NACK repetition collides with a measurement gap, no HARQ feedback is indicated to physical layer, and that means whole ACK/NACK repetition will be cancelled. In other cases the HARQ feedback shall be indicated to physical layer. Note that if only the latter part of the ACK/NACK repetition collide with a measurement gap, MAC shall indicate HARQ feedback to physical layer always.
The proposal 1 in [1] suggests that when ACK/NACK repetition is configured, cancel the part of the ACK/NACK repetition which collides with a measurement gap. After discussion, RAN2’s understanding is that nothing needs to be added to RAN2 specification for this issue. So according to current MAC behaviour, physical layer may be asked to send ACK/NACK but repetition of the ACK/NACK collides with a measurement gap.
