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	According to the current RRC Spec, MAC is reset and RLC is re-established when an intra-RAT handover is initiated, while for inter-RAT handover from E-UTRA MAC is not reset and RLC is not re-established until successful completion of the mobility from E-UTRA. 

We are concerned that some unwanted events may occur during the inter-RAT handover from E-UTRA, especially if the uplink SPS grant has been configured. For example, the event of RLC failure due to maximum number of retransmissions may occur because MAC and RLC still continue the ongoing operations and from layer-2’s point of view the uplink transmissions will definitely fail because of no ACK. RLC failure will trigger the RRC connection re-establishment procedure, which then interrupts the ongoing inter-RAT handover from E-UTRA procedure.
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	The UE shall reset MAC and re-establish RLC when the mobility from E-UTRA procedure is initiated.
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	The mobility from E-UTRA procedure may be interrupted due to the event of maximum number of retransmissions in RLC.

The UE shall be able to receive a MobilityFromEUTRACommand message and perform a cell change order to GERAN, even if no prior UE measurements have been performed on the target cell.
