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1 Introduction
During the RRC review, the following change was agreed and captured in the rapporteurs update CR (with reference to the highlighted sentence below):

5.6.3
UE capability transfer
5.6.3.1
General
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Figure 5.6.3.1-1: UE capability transfer
The purpose of this procedure is to transfer UE radio access capability information from the UE to E-UTRAN.

If the UE has changed its E-UTRAN radio access capabilities, the UE shall request higher layers to initiate the necessary NAS procedures (see TS 23.401) that would result in the update of UE radio access capabilities using a new RRC Connection.

NOTE:
Change of the UE's GERAN and/ or UTRAN UE radio capabilities in RRC_IDLE state is supported by use of Tracking Area Update. A similar change of radio capabilities is supported for CDMA2000 1xRTT.
.This change however is not in line with the previous agreements.
2 Discussion
The highlighted sentence was added during the review to also include CDMA 1xRTT capability change as was already covered for other RATs.
The motivation for other RATs (more specifically for GERAN) was introduced by SA2 as change of GERAN radio capability is supported in GERAN specification.

However, during the discussions that led to the introduction of the CDMA 1xRTT capability information (which more specifically is the “supported 1x bandclass” information), it was agreed that the CDMA 1xRTT capability will be considered a static information.   It should be noted that order of supported bandclass information can change when sent over CDMA network but the ordering was not considered necessary for interworking with 1xRTT and hence the discussion on treating this information as a static IE when sent over LTE.  
The introduction of possibility to use TA update to indicate a change of CDMA-1xRTT can be misinterpreted that the UE must send this flag when for example, the order of IEs in the CDMA bandclass IE changes; which is not meant to be done.

Further, SA2 stage 2 specs to not currently include the scenario of change of CDMA-1xRTT radio capability.

3 Conclusion and Proposal

The introduction of the possibility to use TA update to indicate a change of CDMA-1xRTT was introduced simply because it was felt as an accidental omission at the time of RRC review.    As discussed above, that was not in line with previous agreements.

It is hence:

Proposal: Delete the possibility of a change of CDMA 2000 1xRTT by setting a flag in the TA update as captured in the RRC ASN.1 review rapporteur’s update.
Note: This change only impacts the RRC rapporteur’s ASN.1 review CR.  No change is necessary towards 36.331v8.4.0 as this sentence is not present in that version.
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
