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Discussion & Decision
1 Reporting & Suggestion
In RAN2 #64bis it was agreed to have e-mail discussion to resolve possible unclarity in 36.321 with regards to higher layer configuration/reconfiguration of timers. Specifically, the agreed discussion was to focus on cases when a timer is running and if a (re)configuration may be applied immediately or at start or restart of the timer. 
During the e-mail discussion, all companies involved expressed a common view that a general text that mandate the same behavior upon reconfiguration of all timers is preferred. A proposed text was given by e-mail rappoteur for the discussion.
In addition,  one company suggested that unclarity remain also for counters and periodicities and suggested that those should be addressed similarly. However, the e-mail discussion did not conclude on any of those additional points. 

In light of the common view expressed by the group, it is suggested to agree on a text proposal according to the principle of common handling of timers during (re)configuration.
