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1. Introduction
In ASN.1 review, it was indicated that the need of the additionalSpectrumEmission was not clear [1]. In this document, we would like to discuss this issue and to propose RAN2 to make a decision. 

2. Discussion

additionalSpectrumEmission is for the UE to meet also additional requirements in a specific deployment scenario [2]. Basically, this information would be optional and it is also specified as follow: 
 “Additional ACLR and spectrum emission requirements can be signalled by the network to indicate that the UE shall meet also additional requirements in a specific deployment scenario.”
However, currently, it is defined as the mandatory IE in SystemInformationBlockType2 [3]. This means 5bits information should be always signaled in spite of normal/usual deployment scenario. Furthermore, with the mandatory IE, it is not clear how to indicate “no additional requirement for a specific deployment” to the UE. Note that no code point is really specified in the purpose of that indication [2]. 
To solve the issue above, we might have 2 options: 
· Option1: change need from mandatory to optional, i.e. ON
· Option2: keep the need as it is, i.e. mandatory, and ask RAN4 to update one code point to indicate “no additional requirement for a specific deployment”
We would like to ask RAN2 to make a decision among 2 options. In our point of view, we slightly prefer option1 since most of time we would not need 5bits additionalSpectrumEmission information except some specific deployments scenarios. 
3. Conclusion
In this document, we propose 2 options to handle additionalSpectrumEmission in SystemInformationBlockType2: 
· Option1: change need from mandatory to optional, i.e. ON

· Option2: keep the need as it is, i.e. mandatory, and ask RAN4 to update one code point to indicate “no additional requirement for a specific deployment”
If RAN2 choose option1, we happily would like to prepare corresponding CR. 
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
