	When UE MAC considers/detects Time Alignment Timer expiry, it notifies RRC of PUCCH/ SRS release. UE RRC then deactivates any uplink resources used for periodic CQI Reporting, sounding and scheduling request, and releases CQI-Reporting, soundingRsUl-Config, schedulingRequestConfig and pucch-Configuration configurations. These actions ensure UEs to stop uplink transmission when UL timing might not be synchronized, and also allows the eNB to reallocate these resources to other UEs.

Similarly, when UE RRC is notifield of PUCCH/ SRS release, it should release tpc-PDCCH-ConfigPUCCH and tpc-PDCCH-ConfigPUSCH (which includes tpc-RNTI and tpc-Index) configurations, since eNB would not send TPC commands to an UE whos Time Alignment Timer has expired, and can instead reallocate these TPC resources to other UEs.
