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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on collision between measurement gaps and HARQ feedback. RAN1 discussed the LS during RAN1#56 and concluded that handling of measurement gaps together with ACK/NACK repetition is preferably specified in the MAC specification. The reasoning for this is that the physical layer is not aware of the measurement gaps and that behaviour to handle collision with gaps when providing indication of HARQ feedback to the physical layer is already specified in the MAC specification for normal HARQ feedback. Therefore, RAN1’s preference would be that RAN2 provides general handling of collision between HARQ ACK/NACK and measurement gaps; i.e., covers also the case of ACK/NACK repetition. 
RAN1 have further concluded that the behaviour of SRS, CQI/PMI and RI in connection with measurement gaps is not specified by the physical layer. The corresponding behaviour is similar to that of DRX handling in connection with SRS, CQI/PMI and RI, which is already captured in section 5.7 of the MAC specification. Based on this together with the fact that the physical layer is not aware of the measurement gaps, it is RAN1 understanding that the handling of SRS, CQI/PMI and RI is preferably captured in the MAC specification.
2. Actions:
