In section 5.5.1, the behaviour at the reception of a reserved value is described.
	5.5.1
Reception of PDU with reserved or invalid values

When an RLC entity receives an RLC PDU that contains reserved or invalid values, the RLC entity shall:

-
discard the received PDU.


In section 6.2.2.12, R1 field is described as a reserved field and should be set to ‘0’. In other words, for this R1 field, reserved value is not defined.
	6.2.2.12
Reserved 1 (R1) field

Length: 1 bit.

The R1 field is a reserved field for this release of the protocol. The transmitting entity shall set the R1 field to "0".


As shown above, RLC specification mandates that a RLC PDU including a reserved ‘value’ should be discarded. But the RLC specification does not state anything about the case when a reserved field is not set to the specified value.

In above case, it is not clear how the receiving side behaves at the reception of a RLC PDU whose R1 field is set to ‘1’.

Conclusion

Three options seem possible for the case when R1 field is set to ‘1’:

-
Option 1 [1]: Discard whole RLC PDU

-
Option 2 [2]: Ignore the R1 field.

-
Option 3 [3]: UE behaviour is unspecified.
It is proposed to discuss which option to choose.
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
