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Discussion and Decision

Introduction

It is SA2’s conclusion that MME executes load rebalancing via releasing the RRC connection and UE initiating an TAU procedure. At RAN2#63 meeting, “UE sends random number in connection request and no RegisteredMME in connection complete” means is agreed to achieve the MME reselection. After releasing the RRC connection, UE is still registered in the TA of the current cell. But according to the following note:

NOTE 1:
Upper layers provide the S-TMSI if the UE is registered in the TA of the current cell.
upper layers shall provide the S-TMSI even if the RRC connection request is initiated due to MME load-balancing. It is not consistent with the RAN2’s decision.  This will cause confusion. Therefore we propose to remove the note.

Actions related to transmission of RRCConnectionRequest message

The UE shall set the contents of RRCConnectionRequest message as follows:

set the ue-Identity as follows:

The UE shall submit the RRCConnectionRequest message to lower layers for transmission.

The UE shall continue cell re-selection related measurements as well as cell re-selection evaluation. If the conditions for cell re-selection are fulfilled, the UE shall perform cell re-selection as specified in 5.3.3.5.
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
