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1. Overall Description

RAN2 would like to thank SA3 for their reply LS on Receive of ETWS outside home-PLMN. RAN2 discussed the reply LS and agreed on the following way forward.
LTE

· It is transparent for the Access Stratum whether the UE should verify digital signature and whether or not to display the received ETWS notifications.
· The reception of ETWS is always active (e.g. even in limited service state), and all the necessary information is forwarded to the upper layers if received
UMTS
· Access Stratum behaviour for ETWS reception is different depending on the need of digital signature reception. This is due to the fact that different messages are used for primary notification. Digital signature is forwarded to upper layers only when required.
· The reception of ETWS is always active (e.g. even in limited service state), and all the necessary information is forwarded to the upper layers if received (same as LTE)
RAN2 is of the view that the specification of the Access Stratum knowledge about upper layer requirements (e.g. whether ETWS security is required in the current PLMN) in RAN2 specifications should be avoided as much as possible. RAN2 therefore does not intend to define interactions between Access Stratum and upper layers in this respect.

It should however be noted that it is RAN2’s intention that the above specification model does not disallow UE implementation to activate/deactivate the ETWS reception at Access Stratum based on upper layer requirements. Also it is the current agreement that ETWS support is optional for the UE.
RAN2 would like to further indicate their understanding that those upper layer behaviours indicated in the SA3 LS will be further discussed in CT1 and possibly captured in their specifications.
