	To our understanding, in case of cell reselction/selection, the UE shall also need to acquire trackingAreaCode and plmn-Identity broadcast in system information to check if the target cell is part of the “list of forbidden TAs for roaming” or belonging to a PLMN which is not indicated as being equivalent to the registered PLMN. According to current specification, if the target cell selection/reselection cell is part of the “list of forbidden TAs for roaming” or belonging to a PLMN which is not indicated as being equivalent to the registered PLMN, the UE shall not consider this cell and other cells on the same frequency, as candidates for cell reselection for a maximum of 300s. Then the UE shall check next frequency. However, in “Camped on any cell” state, the UE can not find a legitimate TA or PLMN, e.g. in a roaming or USIMless scenarios. So the UE shall also bar the next frequency as candidates for cell reselection for a maximum of 300s due to the restriction condition. Thus all the frequencies will be barred for a maximum of 300s by the UE in “Camped any cell” state, so that the UE can not find a cell to camp on even for an emergency call in “camped on any cell” state. Therefore, to our understanding, the restriction condition should also be removed for cell selection/reselection if no suitable cell is found in order to support emergency call.

For the highest ranked cell (including serving cell) according to cell reselection criteria specified in subclause 5.2.6.1.4, or for the best cell according to absolute priority reselection criteria specified in subclause 5.2.6.1.4a, the UE shall check if the access is restricted according to the rules in subclause 5.3.1.1.

If that cell and other cells have to be excluded from the candidate list, as stated in subclause 5.3.1.1, the UE shall not consider these as candidates for cell reselection. This limitation is removed when the highest ranked cell changes.
If the highest ranked cell or best cell according to absolute priority reselection rules is an intra-frequency or inter-frequency cell which is not suitable due to being part of the "list of forbidden LAs for roaming" or belonging to a PLMN which is not indicated as being equivalent to the registered PLMN, the UE shall not consider this cell and other cells on the same frequency, as candidates for reselection for a maximum of 300s. Any limitation shall be removed, if no suitable cell is found.
