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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 had discussed about broadcasting the Emergency Support Indication for IMS emergency call support in a cell. 
RAN2 feels that from signalling point of view RAN2 can provide 1 bit per PLMN in the system information broadcast to indicate support of emergency calls in the cell.  This is useful at least to UE’s in limited service state to know whether to attempt emergency call in this cell.

It is then left to SA2/CT1 to discuss whether the same bit will be used for normal service mode UE in the cell or NAS based solution is more suitable. 
2. Actions:

To SA2 group, CT1 group
ACTION: 
RAN2 kindly asks SA2 and CT1 to take the above into consideration. 
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
