Inter-operability:

1. If the NW is implemented according to the CR but the UE is not then the NW may keep reserved a common E-DCH resource waiting the UE to retransmit the Scheduling Information. This can lead to other UEs being unnecessary blocked and it can also reduce UE battery.
2. If the UE is implemented according to the CR but the NW is not then no interoperability problems are foreseen.
