	In section 10.5, the text states:

‘<Sentence1: The following IEs, which are optional for eNB to UE communication, are mandatory in the sourceRadioResourceConfig if the related functionality is configured>. <Sentence2:If the IEs are not included, the target-eNB shall assume that default values are configured in the UE>’
In case UE is *configured* with default values, the sentence1 mandates source eNB to include related IEs in sourceRadioResourceConfig, since the UE has been anyhow *configured*. But this is not what the text shall be meant by. Sentence2 wants the IEs configured with default values to be able to be absent in sourceRadioResourceConfig.
Based on some offline discussion, the correct situation shall be such that IEs, which are optional for eNB to UE communication, are mandatory in the sourceRadioResourceConfig if the functionality has been configured and
·  if the concerned IE is not configured with default value; or
·  if the default value is not specified 
Impact analysis
Impacted functionality:

Signaling between source and target eNB affected. This signaling impacts handover (by affecting handover preparation at target eNB). 

Inter-operability: 

1. If the eNB is implemented according to the CR( and the UE is not), then no impact is identified, since corrected behaviors are only about signaling between eNBs.  
2. If (the UE is implemented according to the CR and) the eNB is not, then target eNB may not be aware of which value are preferably applied for the concerned configuration in handover preparation.

	Consequences if 
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not approved:
	It remains uncertain in which case source eNB shall include the optional fields in sourceRadioResourceConfig, which may result in lack of knowledge at target eNB about which value are preferably applied for the concerned configuration for the handover UE.
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10.5 Mandatory information in AS-Config

The AS-Config transferred between source eNB and target-eNB shall include all IEs necessary to describe the AS context. The conditional presence in section 6 is only applicable for eNB to UE communication.

The "need" or "cond" statements are not applied in case of sending the IEs from source eNB to target eNB. Some information elements shall be included regardless of the "need" or "cond" e.g. discardTimer. The AS-Config re-uses information elements primarily created to cover the radio interface signalling requirements. The information elements may include some parameters that are not relevant for the target eNB e.g. the SFN as included in the MasterInformationBlock.


Within the sourceRadioResourceConfig the source eNB shall include fields that are optional for eNB to UE communication, if the functionality is configured and
